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ELENE GABLIANI ABOUT EGNATE GABLIANI"

There are people who survive the time turnover and gain theimmortality with
their works. Their names are converted into stable values by the time. Fortunately,
this kind of people abound in Georgia, there are number of people distinctive with
their life and works.

My famous ancestor Egnate Gabliani isamong thishighly valued people. Here
is saying by Cervantes: “History is the treasure, witness of the past, example and
study for the present, caution for the future”. If one looks at the life and work of
Egnate Gabliani, it will be clear that majority of hisworks are still valuable, ageless.
Exploits gained by the graduate of the Faculty of Oriental Cognition at St. Petersburg
university are numerous: He highlighting the urgent issues of Svanetiain the press of
that time, trying to attract the attention of relevant officialsto the problems of Svanetia.
Hewas exploring the living existence of Svans, collected the verbal art, he organized
the foundation of Svaneti ethnographic-historic museum and was its first director,
he was also the initiator of founding the Zugdidi-Mestia motorway and airport of
Mestia

It's easy to conceive how difficult this diverse work is. Also, we should add
that Egnate Gabliani was active and noticeable participant of the 1921-1924 national
movement, one of the leaders of 1924 Svaneti rebellion, also one of the organizers of
it. Egnate Gabliani wasthe participant of any more or lessimportant national issue of
his epoch. He used to write, research, collect, publish, prepare, found, starts, finish
... his words were converted into action and his actions were verbally explicated.
Time by time he was arrested by cheka members but he was still persisting to
continue his job. He was executed in 1937 by communists, but death didn’t defeat
hisimage, he will stay victorioustill there are people who respect his exploits.

I’m grateful to people who value the exploits of my ancestor and I’'m proud
not only for it but also I’m glad that Georgian society appreciates the famous public
men, today’s conference is the proof of it.
